
 

Prime Areas of Learning 

Mathematics  

Children will learn to recognise numerals and subitise up to 5; making 
their own collections of up to 5 objects.  Children will use 5 frames 
and fill them with a variety of different objects.  We are going to learn 
the names and properties of 3D shapes and create models and 
structures.  We will print Christmas shapes onto paper and make 
patterns.   

Making snowflakes using different 2D shapes. 

Understanding of the World 

Convert role play area into Santa’s Workshop. 

Similarities and differences between life now and life when 
Jesus was a baby.  Consider the differences between 
countries, the UK and Jerusalem.  What was Bethlehem like?  
Look at World Maps – locate the UK and Middle East.    

Discuss changes in the natural world around them – 
changing seasons (Autumn to Winter). 

Changing states of matter – making Christmas scented 
playdough.

Here’s some information about what the 
Early Years children are learning this term 

during their Christmas Topic. 
 

Expressive Arts and Design  

We will make a Christmas Display (Angels 
and Stars). 
Make a selection of Christmas decorations 
using a variety of materials and using a 
variety of tools and techniques 
(snowflakes, Christmas trees, clay 
snowmen, calendars, cards).   
Learn and sing Nursery Rhymes and songs 
about Christmas. 
Use imaginative play to recreate and retell 
the Christmas Story.   
 

Communication and Language 

Listen and respond to stories with a Christmas theme ie, The 
Snowman, The Stick Man, The Nativity Story etc.   
Sequence and act out The Christmas Story in groups. 
Imagine and role play – take on the role of characters from 
The Christmas Story. 
Christmas – discussion about family traditions at this special 
time.   

 
Physical Development  

PE will be on a Tuesday and Thursday. Please make sure 
that your child has their correct kit in school, earrings are 
removed and long hair is tied back.   

This term we will continue with games, we will be learning 
how to control small equipment such as beanbags and soft 
balls.  We will also be using different body parts and 
movements on low level apparatus.
